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Construction Update: Exciting
Progress at the Library

Renovation work at the library continues to move forward,
and we’re happy to share several updates with our community.
The youth area at Kendallville is now open. The play area has
a fun water-themed design, featuring wave-like couches and
a cozy reading area. This space was designed to complement
an upcoming addition—a brand-new freshwater fish tank. We
look forward to introducing our new aquatic residents soon.
Work is now shifting to the teen area, which will receive a
full makeover. Plans include the addition of a sensory room,
a study room, and updated furniture to create more spaces
for reading, studying, and working. The circulation area is
also being refreshed with an updated look to better serve
patrons and improve the flow of traffic through the building.
You may have noticed our new Library of Things room as
well. This expanded space gives us plenty of room to continue
growing this popular collection, and shelving will also be
updated in that area to better display and organize items.
Our restrooms are also being updated, and we appreciate
your patience and understanding as this work continues.
Renovation is also progressing at the Limberlost Branch.
Electricians are working in the ceiling, and water updates are
underway in the basement. The new study rooms are getting
closer to completion, with painted walls, installed carpet, and
ceiling lights already in place. Meeting space furniture is expected
to arrive at the end of phase two, and the small meeting room
is being converted into a staff lounge. The hallway is receiving
insulation to reduce noise throughout the back of the building,
and new cabinetry will be installed behind the circulation area.
Thank you for your support during this renovation. These
improvements are designed to create a more comfortable,
functional, and welcoming library for everyone.
