ends if needed. Glue your hair in place. e Black Marker

» White pom poms/cotton balls

@ Draw a black dot on two pom poms/cotton balls for eyes.
Glue the eyes to the sock.

When your glue is dry, put your hand through the opening
of the sock and have fun making your puppet talk.
